Reaching Teens By Meeting Needs 



Shattered Reflections Arts: Our arts 

program encompasses many forms including 

charcoal drawing, guitar       

lessons, open mic nights,      

crafting, drama, photography,  

cartooning, and writing. 

 

Aslanõs Refuge: In an 

effort to provide for the needs 

of our youth and to reach out 

to them in life-changing ways, SP is cam-

paigning to raise $700,000 to open the only 

teen shelter within 100 miles! The shelter 

would operate from our current location in 

conjunction with the outreach facility and 

would offer hot meals to our youth seven 

days a week!!! 

Community Service: Many of the youth 

that    frequent our facility 

have a history. This program      

enables us to help them get 

back on track and stay 

there. We offer work during 

our weekly hours and also 

have Community Service 

Events as well. 

 

Through the Noise: This program     

includes free tutoring on Monday, Tuesday 

and Thursday from 4-6pm at our facility. This 

time offers youth a quiet place to study, as-

sistance if they need it, encouragement, and 

educational activities that whet their appetite 

for learning.
