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     A gap has been created over a   
period of time by both the Church and 
those on the Street.  Vast differences 
socially, economically, and culturally 
have created a distance of great length 
between the two that often is almost 
impossible to cross.  Although the 
Church frequently tries to reach across 
that gap, the church is often unable to 
reach the distance required to bring 
them over.  For some on the Street, the 
to bring them over.  For some on the 
Street, the Church has intentionally told    

them that they have to change if they 
are to be accepted as part of their            
communities.  
     For others, the Church has          
unintentionally told them by means of 
their attitudes, appearances, uncommon   
interests, and worldviews; that          
accepting Christ means conformity to be 
like them, and/or be at present living 
virtuously. Feelings of inadequacy,        
unacceptance, and rejection result in a 
Porch bridges that gap by further      
widening of the gap.   

Solomonôs showing those on 
the Street the compassion, 
empathy, and mercy that Je-
sus showed to others and to 
us.  Solomonôs Porch accepts 
them as they are, without the 
pressures of having to 
change, in   order to build a 
relationship with them.  By     
creating an atmosphere that 
is relevant to youth where 
they can feel   comfortable, 
safe, while having fun, they 
will begin to feel acceptance 
and open up their lives to us; 
allowing us to see who they 
really are behind the mask 
they use to hide their pain.
